SETTING UP THE LEKTRAFUSE SYSTEM

1. Connect the AC Power Cord to the RF Generator in the rear panel and into a hospital
grade outlet (9).
2. Turn the power switch on the back panel to the “On" position (10). The “Power On"

indicator will illuminate (1).

3. If desired, attach the foot pedal to the front panel (6). The arrow on the connector
must be aligned with the arrow above the connector port for proper connection.

4. Remove the selected Caiman® sealing instrument from its sterile packaging and attach
